APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the June 27, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Dick White, 2635 Grandview Drive, said he served on the stormwater committee when it was first formed.  He said not one person on the committee would have benefited from the adoption of stormwater regulations.  He said once the committee realized that regulations had to be adopted, their main purpose was damage control. Their goal was to help prevent pollution and in the most economical way possible. All meetings were announced and were public, including three public hearings. He said many members of the Respect Clarkston or Respect Asotin County did speak, but never offered alternate options.  Saying no to the federal government is not a wise choice. He said the plan that Respect Clarkston finally presented was not viable and they have used much of the city’s resources, both money and time.  White urged the council to stick to their guns and move forward with funding the program.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1486, Amend 2011 Budget – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1486 was read by title. Clerk Storey explained the changes, most of which have been previously authorized by council. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for July 11, 2011 of $430,798.94. Motion carried.  
Councilmember Beadles discussed salary increases for the mayor and council, which would be effective upon re-election to their position.  Suggested increases would be from $150 to $250 for council and from $500 to $600 for the mayor. 
	
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE:
Councilmember Lawrence said the committee met with the city attorney to discuss language for the proposed rate increase.  Committee anticipates that an ordinance will be ready for the next meeting.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
Councilmember Nash reported on today’s Stormwater Management meeting. Committee is working on boundaries, which do not affect Clarkston.  A proposed budget was distributed. 
Councilmember Nash said he was approached by a citizen wondering if the council can take some action to control the fireworks.  Mayor Engle said it has been discussed by council several times over the years, but council has taken no action. Chief Hastings said Clarkston follows state law, which bans mainly firecrackers and bottle rockets. He agreed that the only way to control them is to adopt a complete ban. Chief Cooper stated that fireworks are dangerous for children and people who do not use them responsibly.  He commented that fireworks that are not legal in Washington are easily obtainable. There are always fires as a result and injuries. He said he would support a ban, but feels that many residents would be opposed to a ban. 
Councilmember Nash said the stormwater expense report is available to anyone who wants it.  
Councilmember Warren addressed an email and letter to the Tribune regarding her comments at the last council meeting about stormwater.  She read a statement saying that she is committed to following the law. 	 
			
MEDIA QUESTIONS:
Ron Marasko asked what the proposed council/mayor pay increase was. Beadles clarified that it would have an effective date of January 1, 2012 and only impact those who are newly elected.
