APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY NASH/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the July 11, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
B. From the Mayor
C. From Staff
PWD Martin told council that the city is still short by about $56,000 to fund the 6th Street Lighting Project. He has been asked to contact the funding agency to request an extension of the project while we search for additional funding.  The grant requires that the project be completed by the end of this year.  The current bids also do not include an irrigation system, which would be an additional $21,000 (appx.). Mayor Engle commented that the irrigation system should be included since the purpose of the project is to beautify downtown. 
Chief Hastings gave an update on the Public Safety remodel project.  The project is about 1/3 complete. Phase I is due for completion in mid-August.  It was discovered that the communication wiring is not adequate for the system.  The change order for the wiring is $9,507.58. It would come from the contingency, although it is possible it may be funded from E-911 funds. Hastings asked council to authorize the change order so work can progress while a decision is being made on the E-911 funding. Councilmember Beadles commented that the change orders are loaded with profit which increases the total cost significantly.  Staff will attempt to negotiate the cost down.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve the change order for communication wiring. Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1486, Amend 2011 Budget – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1486 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to adopt Ordinance No. 1486.  Motion carried. 
 		                     	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1487, Amend CMC 14.06, Sewer Collection & Disposal Charges  – 1st Reading
Clerk Storey informed council that a paragraph was left out of this ordinance. There should be part (5) in Section 14.06.130 that would allow credit for municipal agencies that perform in-kind services.  This credit would mainly provide for the Port of Clarkston’s streets.  This section will be added.  Ordinance No. 1487 was then read by title. 
B. School Resource with Clarkston School District, Renewal
Councilmember Warren reported that this is a renewal of the existing contract with adjustments made for wage increases.  MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve the agreement with the school district. Motion carried. 

C. Resolution No. 2011-07, Surplus Bicycles
Mayor Engle announced that 2 of the bicycles should have been authorized to go to the fire department to be refurbished for Christmas donations. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to adopt Resolution No. 2011-07, with the correction to give two to the fire department.  Motion carried. 

D. WWTP Upgrade, Project & Funding Update
PWD Martin recapped the WWTP Upgrade Project. Martin said that some changes have been proposed since the original plans.  One is to construct a separate electrical control building.  The current proposal is to build an addition to the blower building that would house the electrical controls.  That would free some space in the lab building. He proposed adding on to the west side of the current lab building for additional office space and a conference/lunch room.  Another need is a locker room and shower area.  These items are included in the $12.5 million estimate.  The additional items will be bid as additives to enable the city to stay within the budget. Martin said he is looking for council approval to move forward with final plan and include these items.  MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize moving forward. 
Clerk Storey gave a brief explanation of the funding process for this project. The City has been awarded a $10 million loan from Public Works Trust Fund at .5% interest with a 30 year payback.  The City was recently notified that we have been awarded a $975,000 loan from Department of Ecology’s State Revolving Fund program at 2.6% for a 20 year term. 
That loan is for design only.  The remaining $2 million needed will most likely be from a bank loan that is guaranteed by USDA.  Anticipated interest rate for that loan is 4.76% for 30 years.  To accept the SRF loan a letter needs to be sent to DOE requesting prior authorization. That will allow the city to claim any design expenses incurred from the date of the Funding Offer which was July 1.  We will use about $560,000 of that loan to complete design of the project.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to accept DOE loan and move forward with Community Bank for the remaining funding.  Motion carried. 

E. Bid Award, Alley Overlay Project
PWD Martin reported that the city received only one bid for the alley overlay.  The total bid was $57,405 from Poe Asphalt, which was more than budgeted. Martin said the work will be tracked daily so he can stay within the intended budget.  MOTION BY NASH/LAWRENCE to award the bid to Poe Asphalt.  Motion carried. 

F. Authorize Agreement for Engineering Services with Progressive Engineering
PWD Martin said that TIB has some funds available for maintenance.  The 12th Street resurfacing is first on the list of our Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan.  There is a 10% match required, but it appears we might have a good chance to obtain funding.  MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to approve the engineering agreement to prepare estimates and apply for the grant funding.  Martin said the work would include sidewalk repair and ADA ramps, but will not infill where sidewalks do not exist.  Motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for July 25, 2011 of $580,281.45. Motion carried.  
	  


COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember McLaughlin asked how offering credits and charging less than $5.00 will affect the Interlocal Agreement. She asked if the ILA needs to be revised.  PWD Martin said the ILA is under discussion with the management team.  Some language changes are being discussed that would address the difference in fees charged to City residents.
