APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1488, Council & Mayor Salaries – 2nd Reading for Action
MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1488. Councilmember Nash said he would prefer to see it apply only to elected councilpersons, not those who might be appointed.  Councilmember Lawrence commented that she thinks this is a bad time to increase salaries in light of potential budget problems.  Motion carried; 4-1, Lawrence opposed. 
		                     	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Approve Assistance to Firefighters Grant Application – Fire engine
Chief Cooper said it is time to apply for the Assistance to Firefighter grants. The grant would apply for funds to purchase a fire engine to replace the one that is almost 20 years old. Cooper said this grant is highly competitive and only about 1 in 200 vehicle applications are funded.  Local match would be 5%.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to authorize the grant application. Motion carried. 

B.  Approve Assistance to Firefighters Grant Application – Communication Equipment 
Chief Cooper said this grant would help fund a repeater and frequency acquisition cost and replacement of pagers, portable radios and equipment that would meet the new Federal requirement for narrow band communication systems. Total of the grant would be about $97,000.  MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to authorize the grant application. Chief Cooper added that this grant would also require a 5% match. Motion carried. 

Cooper said he has received communication from a neighboring jurisdiction to make a joint application for equipment under a regional grant opportunity. Match would be 10% because of the larger population that would be served in a regional grant. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize regional grant applications.  Motion carried.

C.  Authorize Public Works Trust Fund Loan Contract – WWTP Upgrade
PWD Martin reported that the city has received the contract documents for the Public Works Trust Fund loan.  The loan is for $10 million at an interest rate of .5% and could be reduced to .25% if the project is completed in four years.   MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize signing the contract after review by the city attorney.
Martin said he anticipates an update from the engineers on the project at the next council meeting.

D. TIB Grant Matching Funds Commitment
PWD Martin said the city’s engineers are working on a grant application for TIB funds for improvements to 12th Street.  The grant application is not complete and the engineers are working on cost estimates. The deadline for applications is August 31. The grant will require match of potentially up to $50,000.  MOTION BY NASH/LAWRENCE to commit matching funds and authorize the mayor to sign the grant application.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for August 22, 2011 of $241,337.82.  Motion carried. 
	Councilmember Lawrence offered kudos to Chief Cooper and Chief Hastings for their diligence in holding costs on the remodel project.
