APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the August 22, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried.

Mayor Engle welcomed the students back.
Mayor Engle reported that the city received an award for being a Secure City from Farmers Insurance. She said the criteria covers many areas from safety to jobs to climate.  The Valley was awarded the Secure City award from a field of 379 cities. A short video prepared by Farmers was shown.
C. From Staff
PWD Martin reported that the Transportation Commission will be holding a planning meeting here at city hall. The meeting will be on September 20 from 9 a.m. until about 3:00.  Surrounding entities will be making presentations to the Commission about their needs and concerns. 
PWD Martin said that his department has been working with legal staff to find a more effective way to deal with nuisance issues, from clear vision obstacles at intersections to properties that have become unsightly. City Attorney Richardson said he expects to have revisions to the nuisance ordinance for the next meeting. He said citations will be issued to some property owners who have not complied with existing ordinances and have been contacted many times.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1489, Adopting a Moratorium on Medical Cannabis Collective Gardens – 1st Reading
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ordinance No. 1489 was read by title.  A public hearing will be held on October 10.  Councilmember Lawrence asked Chief Hastings to elaborate. Chief Hastings explained that individuals have been allowed to grow limited amounts of marijuana with a medical permit for their own use and this will not affect them.  New legislation will allow up to 10 people to grow up to 45 plants at one location as a collective garden. Hastings said he feels the larger grows could have impacts on neighborhoods and recommends that zoning and licensing issues be studied so the city can adopt regulations. 

B.  Contract with FosterPepper for Bond Counsel 
Clerk Storey explained the reasons for obtaining bond counsel for the bank loan for the WWTP upgrade.  She said she negotiated the price down from $13,700 Councilmember Lawrence commented that the documents required are complicated and she agrees that bond counsel is a wise move for the City. 
MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the agreement with FosterPepper for bond counsel. Motion carried.
