NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Matt Jensen, MPO Director, Introduction
Matt Jensen, the new MPO Director, introduced himself. He has been in his position since June. Jensen said he is available anytime for questions.  He said the MPO has just recently finished the downtown corridor study.  A presentation will be given to the MPO policy board tomorrow at 2:00. The council is welcome to attend. The total cost of the study was $118,000 and covers downtown Lewiston and downtown Clarkston. In the coming year the MPO will be working on an ADA transition plan. It will include a facilities component and other components.  Mobility within the right-of-way will be an area of emphasis. Mayor Engle asked if there will be any assistance to build or improve sidewalks.  Jensen said this study is being done for planning purposes and once the plan is complete it may be possible to access STP funds. 

B. Ordinance No. 1492, Franchise with Port of Clarkston for Fiber0optic – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1492 was read by title.  Wanda Keefer, Port manager, offered to answer any questions the council might have. She thanked the Admin Committee for their time to get the project to this point. 

C. Resolution No. 2011-09, Post Issuance Policy for Bonds
Resolution No. 2011-09 was read by title. Councilmember Lawrence reported that this is a compliance issue to keep the city in compliance with IRS regulations for issuing tax exempt bonds.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE.NASH to approve Resolution No. 2011-09. Motion carried. 

D. Resolution No. 2011-10, Reimbursement Intent, WWTP Project
Resolution No. 2011-10 was read by title.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE.WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2011-10.  Motion carried. 

E. Resolution No. 2011-11, Family & Medical Leave Policy
Resolution No. 2011-11 was read by title.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2011-11.  Motion carried. 

F. Resolution No. 2011-12, Domestic Violence Policy
Resolution No. 2011-12 was read by title.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2011-12.  Motion carried. 

G. IWORQ System, Work Management & Permitting System
PWD Martin said this program will update the tracking systems in the Public Works areas.  He has been considering this software for about three years.  The software will allow the city to track projects by cost; the ability to attach any document generated to the project it relates to and track it by a GIS map; it will produce work orders and provide information by project.  The program costs $3,000 annually. As it would be used in all public works departments, the cost could be spread among all the PW funds. 
Mayor Engle asked if the data entry will be too time consuming to keep up. Councilmember Lawrence also expressed concerns with keeping up the data entry and how involved it would be. Martin replied that once the system is set up he believes the data entry will not be difficult. She also asked if the price will increase annually. Lawrence said she would like an opportunity to see a demo of the system before making a decision. 

H. Budget Request, WWTP Shop Building
PWD Martin explained the need for a new shop building at the sewer plant. He said when the new hydroflusher arrived they discovered that the shop building is too short to store the vehicle. The hydroflusher needs to be protected from freezing.  Anticipated cost of a new shop is $50,000.  Martin said it is important to get the vehicle protected before freezing weather arrives. Martin said he anticipates some expense lines will come in under budget. He expects that the equipment repair line will be about $70,000 under budget this year. MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to authorize the construction of the building.  Nash amended the motion to reallocate $50,000 from the Equipment Repair line to Capital Improvement.  Second by Warren. Lawrence asked why the issue is just coming to council. Martin said they were investigating the options, such as looking at revisions to the existing building, which they have determined is not feasible. Nash said Public Works Committee has discussed the topic.  Mayor Engle commented that since committees don’t make reports at council, sometimes council isn’t as well informed on the issues. Lomen asked if there are some other buildings available that the city might rent. Martin said there might be something available. MOTION BY LAWRENCE to table action. Motion died for lack of second. 
Motion carried, 3-1, Lawrence opposed. 

I. Request for Engineering Services, Stormwater Grant Application
PWD Martin explained that the Department of Ecology has some grant funds available to make improvements to the stormwater system.  The grant application deadline is November 17.  Martin said we have some areas that have drainage problems and he would propose we apply for funding to install some drywells in those problems areas.  He is asking approval from council to enter into an agreement with Progressive Engineering to put together an application for funding.  Cost of the agreement would be $1,000.  The grant would have a 25% match, but funding is set aside in the stormwater fund.  MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to authorize an agreement with Progressive engineering and move forward with the grant application. Lawrence asked if the reserves in the fund can be used for any purpose the city chooses.  Martin said that the funds belong to the city. Lawrence asked why we aren’t doing a joint application this time.  Martin said there is not one project that fits all the entities.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

	Councilmember Nash reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY NASH/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for October 10, 2011 of $549,685.40. Motion carried.
