RESOLUTION 14- & 7/
ENTERING INTO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR MAINTAINING
HIGHEST PERFORMANCE OF JOINT DISPATCH NEEDS FOR ASOTIN COUNTY, ASOTIN
FIRE DISTRICT #1, CITY OF ASOTIN & CITY OF CLARKSTON

WHEREAS: Since 1983 the City of Clarkston and the County of Asotin have shared the duties,
expenses and responsibilities for dispatch and jail administration;

WHEREAS: The previous agreement, provided for a “users group” in order to advise on polices that
would provide complete and competent dispatch and jail services to the County and City;

WHEREAS: A funding stream for dispatcher costs was created by an excise tax on communication
devices such as telephones, cellular phones and voice over protocol devices. To maximize the funds,
the County agreed to enter into a Regional Dispatch Agreement, transferring dispatch duties to
WHITCOM, a cooperative of cities and counties contingent to Asotin County;

WHEREAS: The parties agree it is in the interests of public safety and welfareto maintain the highest
quality of service, provide complete and competent dispatch services, and this is best accomplished by
regular open communication and cooperation between the entities served by WHITCOM,;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:
PURPOSE

The purpose of this agreement is to reformulate the user group from the 1983 agreement and amend any
portions of that agreement by this document to facilitate regular open communication and cooperation
between the entities served by WHITCOM. The user group will from now on be known as Asotin
County Emergency Communications Advisory Committee (Advisory Committee) comprised of
members who regularly use the system to meet and advise their elected officials of practical problems
with services provided by Whitcom.

The scope and charges of the Advisory Committee are: (including but not limited to the following)
A. Advise the jurisdictions who jointly formed the advisory committee on all aspects of the

- creation and maintenance of an Asotin County Communications plan for emergency services (law
enforcement, fire and ambulance agencies provided by the jurisdictions who created this advisory

committee).
B. Oversee the Asotin County Communication plan.
C. Make recommendations to the various jurisdictions within Asotin County whose emergency

responders rely upon communication systems described and included in the Asotin County

Communications plan for the funding of the of the plan.
D. Make recommendations to the various jurisdictions within Asotin County on maintenance and

repair of infrastructure necessary for emergency responder radio communication and payment of
related costs.

MEMBERSHIP

Resolution 14~ 52 12-22-2014 ADVISORY BOARD INTERLOCAL.DOCX
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The Executive body of each member jurisdiction will appoint the delegate to the Advisory
Committee by any procedure the jurisdiction deems sufficient.

DURATION

The duration of this interlocal agreement will renew annually.
JOINT OR COOPERATIVE UNDERTAKING

This agreement does not establish a joint or cooperative undertaking. The Agreement, has no
funds that can be expended, no budget adopted, no property acquired as a result of this agreement.

ADMINISTRATION

This agreement will be administered by the Advisory Committee consisting of a representative from
the Asotin County Sheriff’s Office, the Asotin County Fire District #1, the City of Asotin Fire
Department, the City of Asotin Police Department, the Clarkston Police Department, the Clarkston Fire
Department, the Asotin County E-911 Coordinator, and Asotin County Emergency Management.
Membership on the Advisory Group is dependent on use of WHITCOM. Other entities who wish to
use the Whitcom system will apply to the County to use the system and become a member of the
Advisory Committee, so long as the entity agrees to be bound by this agreement and any changes that

may be made later.

The Committee will be advisory only, and the Advisory Committee shall have no official
authority to take action for any entity. To facilitate open communication the County will keep
member jurisdictions fully apprised of the proposed contract; give each entity an opportunity to
request the county offer consideration of content (articles of performance) offered by the advisory
group for the WHITCOM contract; give each entity an opportunity to review drafts exchanged between
WHITCOM and Asotin County in such a manner that member jurisdiction’s attorney client privileges
are not compromised; allow the advisory group timely input to the Asotin County negotiator(s) of this
contract.

The parties acknowledge the state E-911 office drafts and reviews agreements, and the County
has no ability to require the contracts be provided by a date certain or to extend the time provided for -
review and little ability to change terms.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED:
To ensure entities have opportunities to discuss WHITCOM services,

The advisory group will be given notice of the E911 Coordinator’s quarterly
appearances before the Asotin County Board of Commissioners;

The advisory group will be simultaneously provided copies of any E-911
coordinator reports required by the Board or provided by the County E-911 coordinator to the County
Commissioners, that are subject to public disclosure, to any member of the advisory group that notifies
the County Commissioners and the E-911 coordinator in writing of their request to receive the reports.

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of
2014, by and between the CITY OF CLARKSTON (hereafter, DISTRICT) a municipal
corporation of the State of Washington, located in Asotin County, and the CITY OF
LEWISTON (hereafter, CITY), an ldaho municipal corporation.

PRELIMINARY MATTERS

Each of the parties hereto has an interest in the control of fire, fire prevention,
emergency medical services, hazardous materials control, and/or other emergency
support; and each of the parties owns and maintains equipment and retains personnel
who are trained to provide various levels of service in the control of fire, fire prevention,
emergency medical service equipment and personnel, hazardous materials control,
and/or other emergency support; and

In the event of a major fire, disaster or other emergency, either party may need
the assistance of the other party to this Agreement to provide supplemental fire
suppression, emergency medical service equipment and personnel, hazardous materials
control and/or other emergency support; and

Each of the parties may have the necessary equipment and personnel available
to enable it to provide such services to the other party to this Agreement in the event of
such a major fire, disaster, or other emergency; and

The facilities of each party are located in such a manner as to enable each party
to render mutual assistance to the other; and each of the parties to this Agreement has
determined that it is in the best interests of each party to set forth guidelines for
providing mutual assistance to each other in the case of a major fire, disaster or other
emergency, and,

Each of the parties hereto does not assert, confirm, or represent it has any
certain special expertise or specialized training with regard to the above referenced
services, and,

Each party recognizes and agrees to follow all applicable NIMS and ICS
guidelines and protocols when responding to an incident

Each of the parties agree as follows:
AGREEMENT

1) AUTHORIZATION: This Agreement is authorized under RCW 52.08.030 and
RCW 39.34; and Idaho Code Section 67-2326, et seq.

2) PURPOSE: The stated purpose of this Agreement is for the parties to provide
mutual assistance to each other for the control of fire, fire prevention, emergency
medical services, hazardous materials control, and/or other emergency support in the
event of a major fire, disaster, or other emergency.
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3) REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE: The Commanding Officer or Incident
Commander of the Requesting Party at the scene of an emergency within the
boundaries of that party's geographical jurisdiction is authorized to request assistance
from the other party if confronted with an emergency situation for which the Requesting
Party has need for equipment or personnel in excess of that available to the Requesting
Party.

4) RESPONSE TO REQUEST: Upon receipt of a request, the Commanding Officer
of the Responding Party shall immediately take the following action:

e Determine if the Responding Party has equipment and personnel available to
respond to the Requesting Party and determine the type of the equipment and
number of personnel available.

e Determine what available equipment and what available personnel should be
dispatched in accordance with the plans and procedures established by the
parties.

e In the event the requested equipment and/or personnel are available, then the
Commanding Officer of the Responding Party shall dispatch such equipment and
personnel to the scene of the emergency with proper operating instructions.

e In the event the requested equipment and/or personnel are not available, then
the Commanding Officer of the Responding Party shall immediately advise the
Requesting Party of such fact.

5) COMMAND RESPONSIBILITY AT SCENE: The Requesting Party's Incident
Commander shall be in command of the operations under which the equipment and
personnel sent by the Responding Party shall serve; provided, however, that the
responding equipment and personnel shall be under the immediate supervision of the
Responding Party's officer in charge. If the Incident Commander specifically requests a
senior officer of the Responding Party to assume command, the Incident Commander
shall not, by relinquishing command, be relieved of responsibility for the operation.

6) COMMUNICATIONS: Unless specifically instructed otherwise, the Requesting
Party shall have the responsibility for coordinating communications between the
personnel of the Responding Party and the Requesting Party. Responding Party
personnel should be prepared to furnish communications equipment sufficient to
maintain communications between its respective operating units.

7) TERM OF DEPLOYMENT: The initial duration of a request for assistance is
anticipated to be one day but may be extended, if necessary. The duration of the
response depends upon the complexity of the event.

8) SUMMARY REPORT: The Requesting Party shall complete the National Fire
Incident Report and will forward Responding Party a copy of this report detailing the
incident.
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9) LIABILITY: The party responsible for making discretionary command decisions
shall assume liability for and hold the other party harmless for all liabilities which arise
out of, or are directly attributable to discretionary command decisions made by that
party’s personnel., EXCEPT each party agrees to assume responsibility for any liability
arising out of the negligent actions of its personnel in the implementation of such
discretionary command decisions, or any other actions done pursuant to this Agreement,
and to hold the other party safe and harmless.

10) POST-RESPONSE RESPONSIBILITY: All equipment and personnel used
under the terms of this Agreement shall be returned to the Responding Party upon being
released by the Requesting Party, or upon demand being made by the Responding
Party for return of said equipment and personnel.

11)  COMPENSATION: Each party agrees that it will not seek compensation from
the other party for services rendered under this Agreement unless certain exceptions
apply. Each party shall at all times be responsible for the payment of wages and other
compensation and for carrying workmen’s compensation its employees. Each party
shall be responsible for its own equipment and shall bear the risk of loss therefore,
whether or not said equipment is being used within the area of primary responsibility of
that party. However, if fire suppression chemicals are utilized by the Responding Party,
the Requesting Party shall compensate the other party for the actual cost of such
chemicals. In the event the incident evolves into a State Mobilization funded by the
either the State of Washington or the State of Idaho, the Requesting Party will assist the
Responding Party in obtaining re-imbursement from the Requesting Party's State.

Exceptions include, if Requesting Party is requesting emergency medical
services, the Responding Party will be allowed to charge the patient according to the
Responding Parties current fees. All fees not reimbursed by Medicaid, Medicare, or
private insurance will be paid by the Requesting Party.

If Requesting Party is requesting a response to a contracted property, the
Responding Party will be reimbursed the cost of personnel, including call back personnel
and all equipment cost will be based on the Idaho Fire Service Organization Rate Book
in effect at the time of the response. The time to be reimbursed is from the time of call
until crews return to duty station and will be rounded up to the nearest %2 hour.

12)  INSURANCE: Each party agrees to maintain adequate insurance coverage for
its own equipment and personnel.

13) PRE-INCIDENT: The Commanding Officers of the parties may, from time to
time, meet to establish pre-incident plans which indicate the types of and locations of
potential problem areas where emergency assistance may be needed, the type of
equipment that should be dispatched under such circumstances, the number of
personnel that should be dispatched under such circumstances and the training to be
conducted to ensure efficient operations. Such plans shall take into consideration the
proper protection by the Responding Party of its own geographical jurisdiction. The
parties hereto agree to take such steps as are feasible to standardize equipment such
as couplings, hose, and apparatus, so that said equipment can be fully utilized by either
of the parties hereto.
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14) TERMINATION: This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect for five (5)
years from its effective date, unless terminated prior to that in the manner set forth
below. Any party may terminate their participation in this agreement prior to expiration

as follows:

e A party desiring to terminate this Agreement shall serve written notice upon the
other party of its intention to terminate this Agreement. Such notice shall be
served not less than thirty (30) calendar days prior to the termination date set
forth in that written notice. The written notice shall automatically terminate this
Agreement on the date specified therein unless rescinded in writing prior to that

date.

e Termination of this agreement shall not preclude future mutual aid agreements

between the parties.

15) EFFECTIVE DATE: This Agreement shall become effective on the date

first appearing above.
